3. What Does This Policy Cover?

This Privacy Policy applies only to your use of Our Site. Our Site may contain links to
other websites. Please note that we have no control over how your data is collected,
stored, or used by other websites and we advise you to check the privacy policies of
any such websites before providing any data to them.
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4, What Is Personal Data?

Personal data is defined by the General Data Protection Regulation (EU Regulation
2016/679) (the “GDPR”) and the Data Protection Act 2018 (collectively, “the Data
Protection Legislation”) as ‘any information relating to an identifiable person who can
be directly or indirectly identified in particular by reference to an identifier’.

9. How and Where Do You Store or Transfer My Personal Data?

We may store or transfer some or all of your personal data in countries that are not
part of the European Economic Area (the “EEA” consists of all EU member states,
plus Norway, Iceland, and Liechtenstein). These are known as “third countries” and
may not have data protection laws that are as strong as those in the UK and/or the
EEA. This means that we will take additional steps in order to ensure that your
personal data is treated just as safely and securely as it would be within the UK and
under the Data Protection Legislation as follows.

How Can | Control My Personal Data?

11.1  In addition to your rights under the Data Protection Legislation, set out in Part
5, when you submit personal data via Our Site, you may be given options to
restrict our use of your personal data. In particular, we aim to give you strong
controls on our use of your data for direct marketing purposes (including the
ability to opt-out of receiving emails from us which you may do by
unsubscribing using the links provided in Our emails and at the point of
providing your details and by managing your Account).

How Can | Access My Personal Data?

If you want to know what personal data, we have about you, you can ask us for
details of that personal data and for a copy of it (where any such personal data is
held). This is known as a “subject access request”.

All subject access requests should be made in writing and sent to the email or postal
addresses shown in Part 15. To make this as easy as possible for you, a Subject
Access Request Form is available for you to use. You do not have to use this form,
but it is the easiest way to tell us everything we need to know to respond to your
request as quickly as possible.

There is not normally any charge for a subject access request. If your request is
‘manifestly unfounded or excessive’ (for example, if you make repetitive requests) a
fee may be charged to cover Our administrative costs in responding.

We will respond to your subject access request within less than one month and, in
any case, not more than one month of receiving it. Normally, we aim to provide a
complete response, including a copy of your personal data within that time. In some
cases, however, particularly if your request is more complex, more time may be
required up to a maximum of three months from the date we receive your request.
You will be kept fully informed of Our progress.

How Do You Use Cookies?

Our Site may place and access certain first-party Cookies on your computer or
device. First-party Cookies are those placed directly by us and are used only by us.
We use Cookies to facilitate and improve your experience of Our Site and to provide
and improve Our products AND/OR services. We have carefully chosen these
Cookies and have taken steps to ensure that your privacy and personal data is
protected and respected at all times.

All Cookies used by and on Our Site are used in accordance with current Cookie
Law.

Before Cookies are placed on your computer or device, you will be shown a pop-up
requesting your consent to set those Cookies. By giving your consent to the placing of
Cookies you are enabling us to provide the best possible experience and service to
you. You may, if you wish, deny consent to the placing of Cookies; however certain
features of Our Site may not function fully or as intended. You will be given the
opportunity to allow only first-party Cookies and block third-party Cookies.

Certain features of Our Site depend on Cookies to function. Cookie Law deems these
Cookies to be “strictly necessary”. These Cookies are shown in the table below. Your
consent will not be sought to place these Cookies, but it is still important that you are
aware of them.
